The rapid industrialization and increasing dependence on various chemicals in the production processes have led to an increase in generation of hazardous wastes. A large number of these wastes are potentially hazardous to the environment. The major reason for this is the inability of the industry to treat the wastes in a proper way. Toxic compounds are being detected in large numbers in sewage and water supplies due to an indiscriminate discharge of waste materials to land and water bodies. Its effective management, with emphasis on minimization of generation and recycling/ reuse, taking into account legal and economic aspects, is therefore essential. Hazardous waste reduction provides opportunities to reduce costs and improve customer’s satisfaction, company’s image. Effective management and handling of hazardous waste is of paramount importance to protect our environment from pollution and in many cases to maintain a safe workplace.

This training program on Hazardous Waste and Management will give an insight on management of various types of wastes (incl. hazardous waste) and detail discussion on the regulatory requirements to be fulfilled by the industry as per “Hazardous Waste (Management, Handling & Transboundary Movement) Rules, 2008”.
