In the questionnaire, focus on the open ended questions. This may give some good insights. Do you understand what has been written, if not in most cases, then it can point towards incoherent language or illegible handwriting  

  

Overall 5% error margin is typically accepted  

  

In the back check, if there is 10% error is found, and then the team needs to do it again. (back check is the about checking the questionnaire that is already done which is ~50% of the survey for one particular taluk)  

  

Part A, Question 1 [Page 4] the last column, how many bindiges of water you use - the surveyors have to write only the code in the space provided, not the actual no of bindiges. Eg: if no of bindiges are 8 they need to write code 4 not 8.  

  

The starting and the ending time of the interview has to be entered without fail.  

Question 21 and 39: The codes have to be marked in their respective rows and not on the first row. 

  

It was found that if the water is being stored for 1 day, the surveyor was not entering it as it seemed insignificant. Please observe whether this is happening and if so, it needs to be explained to the surveyor that even one day of storage needs to be noted down.  

Another thing that has come to our notice is that when asking for satisfaction especially about quality of water the surveyors are not writing down the response of the respondent but waiting for the result of the water test and based on that answering the question - the logic given is the households dont know so they may say quality is good! the whole point of asking this question is to see how aware people are and if the people are not aware and are satisfied even if the quality is not good it has to come out of the analysis by us at a later stage not during the survey!!  

Please check if the surveyors are carrying the Arghyam bag and/or the letter from Arghyam. If they are not carrying it, please ensure that they do so that the Arghyam brand name can be projected.
