Back ground: 
The constant efforts from the State and Central Governments with an active support and involvement of Civil Society Organisations, national and international NGOs, UN system is showing positive results in the sanitation sector in India.  The sanitation coverage is demonstrating progressive trend continuously.   However, the speed at which the sanitation progress is happening VS huge un-served population in the country,   alarming rate of  Open Defecation Free (ODF)  villages slipping back to open defecation, ever increasing population and bulging of urban slum due to continues migration are some of the key challenges in achieving sustainable results in sanitation sector in the country.  Various studies conduced in the recent past indicates that if these challenges are not addressed timely, there is a possibility of missing out sanitation Millennium Development Goal target with most of the un-served populations in rural Africa and Asia. 

In the year 2008, SACOSAN III was well organized by DDWS, GoI, and now, there is a greater need to revisit some of the commitment made in SACOSAN III and activate the sector player’s progress towards achieving MDG on sanitation.   
National Conference on Sanitation

WAter, Sanitation and Hygiene (WASH) Institute is aiming to organize a national level conference on sanitation.  WASH Institute is planning to bring all the key sector players / practitioners together to share their success stories and approaches in promoting sustainable sanitation in the country to overcome some of the key challenges.  Also to define the strategy to scale-up good practices in an efficient and effective ways towards making open defecation free nation.  The proposed national meet would be a mini sanitation conference before SACOSAN IV in Sri Lanka next year.  

Partnership / Collaboration 

The proposed national conference on sanitation will be collaborative efforts.  WES-Net India, SPHERE India, UNICEF, Water for People (WFP), Wherever the Needs (WTN) and Plan India are part of the conference and partnering with WASH Institute to organize this event.  Also Department of Drinking Water Supply (DDWS), GoI is expected to be a part of this national conference.

The title of the conference is “Cost Effective Sustainable Sanitation – An Indian Experience”.    Lead papers by eminent personalities/experts in sanitation sector will be presented in the plenary.  Also parallel technical/thematic sessions will be held to share the success stories or issues in Sustainable Sanitation in the following key topics:

· Urban Sanitation  

· Ecological Sanitation 

· School Sanitation

· Solid and Liquid Waste Management 

· Sanitation in Emergency Relief 

· Sanitation Demand Creation through Effective Hygiene Promotion
