	1345 -1515hrs SESSION II:  INTEGRATION OF COASTAL SHIPPING WITH OTHER MODES OF TRANSPORT
A viable coastal shipping operation requires seamless integration with other transport modes such as road, rail and inland waterway shipping.  There are, however a number of obstacles to such integration, including bureaucracy and red tape, lack of container handling equipment at non-major ports, roads that are not designed for movement of containers, inadequate road and rail connectivity to ports, non-availability of night navigation on inland waterways etc.
